18.3.1 Associate Member

18.3.2 Qualified Member

18.5 Junior Membership

18.5.1 A Junior member will be aged not less than fourteen (14) years and not more than seventeen (17)

years.
18.5.3 A Junior Member may not vote at any Ordinary Meeting, General Meeting or Annual General Meeting,
except where the Junior Member has completed, in any financial year, the minimum number of hours™ of
voluntary work set out in separate regulations, then such Junior Member shall be deemed to be a
Qualified Member and be accorded all rights and privileges of that grade of membership.
.4 A Junior Member shall not be eligible to be elected to Council.

18.6.2 Qualified Membership

18.6.2.1 A Qualified Member is one who has completed, in any financial year, the minimum number of hours® of
voluntary work set out in separate regulations.

18.6.2.3 A Qualified Member may vote at any Ordinary Meeting, Special General Meeting or Annual General
Meeting.

18.6.2.4 A Qualified Member shall be eligible to be elected to Council or appointed to authorised Committees of
the Society.

*Note: The required minimum number of hours is currently 40.
